Excellence in New Member Growth Overview

To apply for this award, a formal written application is not necessary. 

To encourage continued recruitment of new members, Pioneers Chapters will be recognized for reaching a 5% net increase in regular membership.

International Pioneers Headquarters in Denver will run a Current Member Summary Report from PALS at the Chapter level on April 1st, 2010 and a final Current Member Summary Report on June 30, 2011.  The reports will be shared quarterly with the Vice Presidents at the Board of Directors meetings to distribute to their respective Chapters.  

Pioneers Chapters that meet or exceed a 5% increase in regular membership during the awards period will receive a Membership Growth recognition certificate, with the top five Chapters receiving an award.  If no Pioneers Chapters meet the minimum percent increase of 5%, no awards or recognition will be given.

The growth will be based on "net new regular members".  For example if the regular membership count is 1000 on April 1, 2010 in order to qualify for recognition, the Chapter must meet or exceed the goal of a 5% increase in regular members.  So, in this example, the Chapter must have a minimum of 1050 regular members by June 30, 2011 to qualify.

Chapters or companies that merge under a new Chapter and/or Group name during the Awards period will be calculated to show net new members in their respective new group.

Each winning Chapter may choose between receiving the elegant glass triangle sculpture with individualized unit engraving or a $300 grant to use toward project/programs.
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
