Pioneers Grant Program Sparks Change in 2011

To commemorate the Pioneers 100th Anniversary, 21 community grants have been
awarded through the Pioneers Centennial Volunteer Community Grants Program. The
grants range in size from $10,000-$50,000 and span across communities in North
America including Arkansas, Florida, New Jersey, Kansas, Wisconsin, Texas, Georgia, New
Mexico, Colorado, Arizona, Utah, Washington, Minnesota, Iowa, Connecticut, Alabama,
Utah, Washington DC, Rhode Island, Prince Edward Island and Saskatchewan.

Qwest Pioneers will be working on revitalization of park projects in Oregon, Utah and
Washington. In Colorado the Qwest Pioneers will be spiffing up two Littleton elementary
schools by providing playground restoration, map painting, and technology support for
the schools. There is also a Qwest Pioneers project that will be done jointly with the AT&T
Pioneers and includes providing books/learning kits to children participating in Head Start
programs throughout the Qwest western states.
